2. We provide a 6-foot table with two chairs – you may not bring additional tables or take up additional space, but display racks and bookshelves set up behind the table are allowed.
3. All crafts must be original/handmade.  No “Flea Market” items may be sold.

4. No direct sales vendors. (i.e. Scentsy, Avon, Pampered Chef, etc.) 
5. No baked good dessert vendors. (Cookies, cupcakes, cakes, pies)  

6. A detailed description and photograph of a sample of your items must be provided by new crafters.  Quality and variety are the primary factors in the selection process.

7. We do limit the number of vendors selling the same type of craft.

8. Vendor tables are reserved on a “first come, first served” basis.

9. Electricity is limited and provided on a “first come, first served” basis.

10. Good Shepherd is a “no smoking” environment.

NOTE:  Good Shepherd does not have a parking lot, so parking is limited.  It is important to move your car a block away after unloading and setting up.  This will allow easier access for the public.  You are responsible for the items on your table.  Good Shepherd will not be responsible for any loss or damage that may occur to the exhibitor or to the exhibitor’s property.
